Cultural scheme of 'masculinity' and motivational factors of aspiration to success in sport.
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Background. Gender differences concerning emotionality have been well documented. This study was undertaken to examine: (i) whether motive of success achievement and self-efficacy are also sex-related, (ii) whether these investigated parameters are dependent on so-called pattern of masculinity among young male and female competitive athletes. 
Material and methods. Sixty four female athletes, and seventy eight male athletes, who trained martial arts, judo or fencing were studied. The tools of examinations were self-reported questionnaires for evaluation internal self-control, and motive of success achievement respectively. 
Results and Conclusions. The results revealed significant difference between scores of motive of achievement, and weak, non-significant difference in self-efficacy, among females with high or low masculinitylevels. Among males with low or high masculinitythese both investigated parameters, i.e. motive achievement and self-efficacy were significantly differ.
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
